For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’
performance using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds
Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at
least one underperforming student subgroup in 2023-24. An Additional Targeted
Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup performing at the same
level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2023-24. A Comprehensive
Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in the lowest
5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or below 67% in 2023-24.
Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is
given.

Our school has not been given one of these labels.

Bay City Academy has had continual improvement in its academic performance. The
greatest challenges we faced last year was chronic truancy. Even though it has been a
couple years since the pandemic ended, many families are still chronically truant. We
continue to strive for high achievement in all areas and will continue to close the gap
between school scores and state expectations.

Bay City Academy is a tuition-free public-school academy serving the Bay City
community. Bay City Academy’s enrollment is open to all Michigan residents.

evaluate growth based on our MICIP goals.
